W. Carter brass plaques
The main plaque reads

HERE LIETH THE BODIE OF WILLIAM CARTER GENT. WHO

TOOKE TO WIFE MARIE THE DAUGHTER OF THO AUNSELL ESQ:

BY WHOM HE HAD ISSUE SEAVEN SONES AND TEN DAUGHTERS HE
DIED THE FIRST DAY OF SEPTEMBER 1605 SHE SURVINGE IN
MEMORIALL OF HER AFFECTION TO HIM LIVING CAUSED THIS

MONUMENT TO BE MADE OVER HIM UNDER W SIE MEANES

I do not know what the last part means,  SIE could be SHE the W could be VV. There also seems to be something just above the W SIE but it could be scratch marks.

The bottom plaque reads
These memorial brasses originally lay above the grave of William Carter Gent. Dec’d 1st September 1605. But were removed here in order to preserve them when the tiled floor was replaced with York Paving in 1996. The site of the nearby grave is marked with a cross in the stone.
These plaques are on the wall next to the pulpit, and the grave marked by a cross is about 3 ft away in front of the pulpit.
